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MINUTES OF PTA (JS3/SS3 ) MEETING

Date: 3rd December, 2011

Time: 9:00am


The meeting started with an opening prayer by Mr. Ogunbewon. This was immediately followed by the reading of the minutes of  the last meeting by the proprietor.
Responses to comments

Mr. Bola Aborode corrected the spelling of his name and also said that though the minutes is correct, the proprietor added some facts to the minutes.
Today’s Agenda

1. Review of Students’ performance:

 
The proprietor explained to the parents how students for the first time in the history of Lagooz, were awarded based on subject bases. This made it possible for a lot of students to be encouraged. He said the award motivated students to read and this led to a very high performance during this first term examination. Students went extra mile to achieve excellence.


The proprietor therefore reminded parents to pick up the challenge of encouraging the students to read and this must be done now. Parents also were informed of the need for some of the students to write resit examination. Therefore, parents should be ready to release their children when necessary

The proprietor also explained  the need for staff to have a refresher course on how to motivate students better. He also announced the management refresher course which is to take place in Ogun State this month. He said parents might also go for a parenting course.

Boarding Facilities


The parents also were reminded to take advantage of our boarding facilities. The financial power might not be there but parents must invest on their students/children. Parents can come and discuss this with the school before re-opening day on 9th January, 2011.
Inter-house sports


It is cancelled for this session because the Agege new stadium is yet to be completed. The second aspect is that we might extend it to the third term because of external examinations scheduled for that second term.
Provision of exam materials


It’s unfortunate that some parents did not comply with the provision of such materials as Maths set, dictionary e.t.c. Again, some parents did not pay school fee as and when due, that is, on or before resumption date. Some parents delayed payment for a very long time and did not come in person to explain why they delayed. The proprietor expressed his desire to announce the names of such defaulters, if permitted. He, however, stated categorically that delay in payment affects the students psychologically and causes distraction and lack of concentrating on their studies.

He announced that lack of textbooks, past questions and projects on the first day of resumption will be punishable as such students will not be allowed to enter the school. He told parents of their responsibility to ensure that their children write their projects during the holiday. Also, he said JSS3/SS3 students must buy Advanced Learners Dictionary especially 8th edition including four figure table. 

As an after thought, he said JSS3/SS3 students must pay second and third term’s school fees on or before 9th January, 2011 apologizing that although the amount might be too big, it will help to curb distraction.
Increment of school fees


This will not affect new students who are already paying the new rate but the old students will witness an addition or an upward review of their school fee.
Christmas Carol/Excellence Award

The Xmas Carol would come up on Monday 5/12/2011 while Excellence Award would come up on Wednesday 7/12/2011.
Reactions 


Alhaja Badmus regretted paying  N 500 after she had made all payments. She pleaded that since SS3 would not stay up to half of the term, the school should look into their third term fees with a view to reducing it.

A parent complained about difference in payment of examination fee and regretted that her daughter was not placed in a good center for her NECO

Mr. Solomon pleaded with the proprietor to ensure that those who receive parent’s calls in the school are seasoned and experienced.

A parent urged the school to also train the students spiritually so that they might not go in for examination malpractices.

A lady expressed surprise that students stole textbooks belonging to follow students. So, she wondered whether teachers were actually inspecting and making use of the textbooks.

At this juncture, the proprietor asked for adoption of minutes of the last meeting. Mr. Aborede moved a motion for adoption. Alhaja Badmus seconded it.

Continuing, Alhaja Badmus commented on the bad effects among the students especially as it affects stealing of textbooks belonging to others in the school.
Response from proprietor

On the N 500 paid by students for registration of examination, the proprietor apologized pointing out that it was not the fault of the school but it was as a result of an increment from the external examination body. He regretted the pathetic situation and expressed his own dissatisfaction with the fiscal policy of these examination bodies.


Commenting on half payment during the third term, he said that students in SS3 start SSCE in April and end in May. Then they start NECO in June and end in July. It would be unfair to refuse payment of salaries because students left in July since it would affect the input of teachers pointing out that it would not be reasonable to punish teachers in that manner hence payment of school fees in the third term is mandatory.


On Mr. Aborode’s comments, the proprietor said that the school has no authority to determine where a candidate for G.C.E will take his examination apologizing that his daughter was posted to a bad centre. On logistics, he explained that such amount of money is used to protect the candidates’ examination results. He told him that the school was not aware of the N 1, 000 extra the daughter took promising that he would investigate it.

Answering Mr. Solomon’s comment, he said that at times he or the principal might be busy addressing students or teaching and within the period he might call and receive no answer. He asked him to give him his phone number at the end of the meeting.


Then Mr. Kunle and the parents were made to understand that the children are brought up spiritually through prayers at morning assembly while Moslems organize Jumat prayers.

In his answer to stealing, he said that there are certain things associated with childhood but added that most cases purported to be theft might be misplacement. Nevertheless, he made it abundantly clear that students here are taught values.

A parent did not support abolition of capital punishment like caning, grass cutting, among others. Again, he suggested introducing students to internet, continental and global competitions and involving bodies like UNESCO for support on academics programmes. Another female parent suggested making the syllabus available to students preparing for JAMB, SSCE. Mr. Osho suggested adopting a current approach to recording of examination marks. He commended the effort of the students and enjoined other parent to support the school.


At this juncture, the proprietor announced the names of parents who came before 9 0’ clock in the morning as scheduled.

Finally, he showed his appreciation to those parents who suggested linking the school with international organizations pointing out that the school has access for admission of students to Universities in Ukraine, U.K, and U.S.A. He asked those requesting SS3 syllabus to see him immediately after the meeting. He promised the parents the best services. He also said the closing prayers.
